AIRCRAFT REGISTRATION ACT

Aircraft Registration (Approved Jurisdictions)
Regulations, 2011

IN exercise of the powers conferred by article 2 of the
Aircraft Registration Act, the Minister for Infrastructure, Transport
and Communications has, in consultation with the Authority for
Transport in Malta, made the following regulations:—

1. The title of these regulations is the Aircraft Registration
(Approved Jurisdiction) Regulations, 2011.

2. For the purposes of the provisions of the Aircraft
Registration Act, the definition “approved jurisdiction” in article
2 thereof shall include the following countries approved by the
Minister:

Albania, Algeria, Aruba, Bahamas, Bahrain, Barbados,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Brazil, Bermuda, British Virgin
Islands, Cayman Islands, China, Croatia, Egypt, Georgia,
Gibraltar, Guernsey, Honduras, India, Indonesia, Iraq, Isle of
Man, Kosovo, Jersey, Jordan, Kazakhstan, Kuwait, Lebanon,
The Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Malaysia,
Marshall Islands, Monaco, Montenegro, Morocco, Oman,
Panama, Philippines, Qatar, Russia, Saint Lucia, San Marino,
St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Saudi
Arabia, Serbia, Singapore, South Africa, Syria, Tunisia,
Ukraine, United Arab Emirates.
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
