	What does it entail to get a Certificate of Competency, for personnel to serve on board commercial vessels operating within ports, internal and territorial waters of Malta?

A Certificate of Competency is issued for the following personnel:

· Boatman – Dual qualification to act as master and/or engineer of vessels less than 10 metres capable of carrying 12 passengers or less.
· Boatmaster Grade 2 – Dual qualification to act as master and/or engineer of vessels less than 12 metres in length and with engines up to 250 kW.
· Boatmaster Grade 1 – Master of vessels less than 24 metres in length.
· Mate – Bridge Watchkeeper and Deputy Master.
· Master – Master of vessels of 24 metres in length and over.
· Engine Driver Grade 3 – Engineer of vessels with propulsion machinery of maximum continuous power of less than     500 kW.
· Engine Driver Grade 2 – Engineer of vessels with propulsion machinery of maximum continuous power of less than     750 kW.
· Engine Driver Grade 1 – Engineer of vessels with propulsion machinery of maximum continuous power of less than    1500 kW.
· Engineer – Chief Engineer of vessels with propulsion machinery of continuous power of 1500 kW and over.
In order to obtain a Certificate of Competency in Malta an applicant must satisfy all additional requirements in relation to the certificate being issued:
· Age;

· Required seagoing experience;

· Medical Fitness;

· Ancillary Courses
Steps to get a Certificate of Competency:

1. Research for information:

· Visit Malta Transport Centre, Marsa. (21 222203).
· Visit the Malta Transport Authority website Commercial Vessel Licensing – Training & Certificate Guidance section;

· Check for a recognised training facility.
2. Applying for a Certificate of Competency:
· Applications can be obtained from the Authority for Transport in Malta, Ports and Yachting Directorate, or downloaded from Transport Malta’s website;

· In order to attend a specified course and to sit for the respective examination one must first apply for a Notice of Eligibility at the Authority for Transport in Malta, Ports & Yachting Directorate;

· Completed forms:

a) Issuance of Notice of Eligibility and Relative Certificate of Competency Application Form;

b) Sea Service Testimonial Form – Engineering or Deck Personnel; and

c) Certificate of Medical Fitness;

should be accompanied with a copy of the ID Card (back and front) and two coloured passport size photos;
· Medical Fitness Certificates must be revalidated at periods not exceeding 5 years. On reaching the age of 61 years, the holder of a certificate must, within the following three months and subsequently annually, undergo the Medical Fitness examination;
· The Sea Service Testimonial Form – Deck Personnel is used for those candidates who wish to apply for a Certificate of Competency in the capacity of Boatman, Boatmaster Grade 2, Boatmaster Grade 1, Mate and Master;
· The Sea Service Testimonial Form – Engineering Personnel is used for those candidates who wish to apply for a Certificate of Competency in the capacity of Engine Driver Grade 3, Engine Driver Grade 2, Engine Driver Grade 1 and Engineer;
· In cases where applicant has no seagoing experience, client is guided to apply for a General Purpose Hand in order to obtain the relevant experience;
· No payment is charged for the issuance of a Notice of Eligibility.
3. Examination Procedure:
· On completion of the relative course at any recognised entity, one must apply for the respective examination at MCAST Corradino Hill Paola (23987100);
· Examination syllabuses will be published by the Authority;

· The examination will be conducted by an examiner appointed by the Authority;

· Examinations consist of written, oral and practical parts as appropriate;

· Results together with a letter listing any pending ancillary courses will be sent to each candidate;

· The results of the examination shall remain valid for a period of 12 months;
· Once the candidate has obtained a pass and presented copies of all valid ancillary courses relating to the respective course, a Certificate of Competency will be issued;

· A fee of € 58.23 shall apply for the Certificate of Competency which shall be valid for 5 years.

4. In case of failing the examination:
· Candidate may re-apply for the respective examination at MCAST Corradino Hill Paola (23987100) in order to do a resit.
5. Applying for the Revalidation of the Certificate of Competency:

· Completed forms should be accompanied with a copy of the ID Card (back and front) in case of change of details, Current (valid) First Aid Certificate and two coloured passport size photos;
· For revalidation, candidates must be able to show evidence of continuing fitness for service and provide evidence of at least 12 months (which need not be continuous) qualifying service in the preceding 5 years;
· A fee of € 58.23 shall apply for the Certificate of Competency issued for 5 years.
