	What does it entail to get a Bunker Operator Permit, for the distribution, sale, exportation or disposal in any other manner of bunkers, or for any other related activity?

A person shall not be entitled for a Bunker Operator Permit issued by Transport Malta to carry out bunkering operations unless he is in possession of a valid Authorisation issued in terms of the Bunkering (Authorisation) Regulations (S.L. 423.42), by the Malta Resources Authority established under the Malta Resources Authority Act.
In order to obtain a Bunker Operator Permit one must:

· At least be 18 years of age;

· Maltese citizen or Citizen of an EU member state;

· Holders of a permanent address in Malta.
Steps to get a Bunker Operator Permit:
1. Research for information:

· Visit the Malta Resources Centre, Millenia House, 2 Aldo Moro Street, Marsa (21220625);

· Visit the Malta Resources Centre website;

· Visit Malta Transport Centre, Marsa. (21 222203).
· Visit the Malta Transport Authority website Commercial Vessel Licensing – Code of Practice for the Safety of Commercial Vessels – 11th Edition.
2. Applying for a Bunker Operator Permit:
· Applications may be obtained either from the Malta Resources Authority or from the Authority for Transport in Malta, Ports and Yachting Directorate, or downloaded from Transport Malta’s website;
· Application is to be submitted to the Malta Resources Authority;

· Upon receiving clearance from the Malta Resources Authority, the Malta Transport Authority starts processing the relative application for the issuance of such permit;
· Documents to be submitted for applicants operating a Marine Terminal are as follows:

a) Marine Terminal/Facility Operators shall provide full details and updated information regarding safety and pollution prevention/control, including the relevant operational data, equipment and personnel resources, general and specific procedures, policies and plans in respect of fire-fighting, emergency and pollution prevention/control including any other information as required in Regulations 70 and 71;
b) Oil Transfer Hose Report and Test Certificate/s (Visual inspection and Pressure testing);
c) Insurance prerequisites for marine terminal or facility operators (as per Regulation 73);
d) General Pollution control and removal requirements (as per Regulation 74);

e) General emergency and fire-fighting requirements (as per Regulation 75);
f) General operational requirements and resources (as per Regulation 76);
g) Pollution prevention and control requirements (as per Regulation 77);

h) Safety and fire/emergency requirements (as per Regulation 78);

· Documents to be submitted for applicants operating Bunker Barges are as follows:

a) The barge owner shall provide the Authority with copies of the designated Master and crew members Certificates of Competency, Dangerous Cargo Endorsements and Records of Sea Service;

b) All the documentary and data requirements contained in the Commercial Vessels Regulations 2002;

c) Oil Transfer Hose Report and Test Certificate/s (Visual inspection and Pressure testing);

d) Adequate valid Insurance cover in respect of third party damage, marine environment pollution damage and clearance of pollution liabilities;

· Documents to be submitted for applicants operating Road Tankers:

a) Copy of a valid road licence;

b) Copy of the vehicle logbook;

c) For post 2004 registered vehicles, copy of the ADR Compliance Certificate for each vehicle in the case of ADR certified vehicles or an ADR certificate exempt letter for vehicles that do not have an ADR certificate;
d) Adequate valid Insurance cover in respect of third party damage, marine environment pollution damage and clearance of pollution liabilities;

e) Proof of an agreement with a specialised organisation, recognised by the Authority, to provide an effective “on-call” service for the immediate control and removal from both sea and land of any potential consequences of the most environmentally hazardous operations that can be undertaken;

f) Oil Transfer Hose Report and Test Certificate/s (Visual inspection and Pressure testing);

g) A declaration issued by a Government Appointed Surveyor confirming that road tanker is equipped with the following:

i) Portable fire fighting equipment (Regulation 24);

ii) Drip trays (Regulation 38);

iii) Absorbent material (Regulation 38);

iv) Containment booms (Regulation 65)

· When all documents are vetted and confirmed by the Authority, client is requested to send an original Bank Guarantee issued by a local bank recognised by the Authority of € 23,294.00;

· The Malta Transport Authority informs the Malta Resources Authority of the issue of the permit in order to issue the Bunker Operator’s Licence;

· Fees for such permit are calculated as per Schedule (Regulation 90) of the Dangerous Cargo Ships, Marine Terminals and Facilities and Bunkering;
3. Renewal of a Bunker Operator’s Permit:
· The Authority sends a renewal reminder two months before the expiry date of the Bunker Operator’s Permit in order to inform respective clients that their Permit is due to expire. The relative application form in order to renew such certificate/s is also sent to client for ease of reference;
· Client is to inform the Authority in writing that he intends to renew his permit.  Such notification should also include the list of vessels and/or vehicles to be listed under such permit.  The updated versions of documents of Step 2 above are also to be submitted.
