make sure the drone owner is registered at his or her national
authority (unless already registered)

make sure the owner registration number is displayed on the
drone and uploaded onto the remote identification system

read and follow the manufacturer’s instructions
complete the mandatory online training and pass the test

complete a self-practical training, and pass a theoretical test at
an entity designated by your national authority
